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Baptism & Holy Ghost
Acts 19:1-20 And it came to pass, that, while Apollos was at Corinth, Paul having passed through the upper coasts came to Ephesus: and finding certain disciples,  2He said unto them, Have ye received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? And they said unto him, We have not so much as heard whether there be any Holy Ghost. 3And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye baptized? And they said, Unto John's baptism. 4Then said Paul, John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying unto the people, that they should believe on him which should come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus. 5When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 6And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake with tongues, and prophesied. Correctly being baptized is full submerging into a scared body of water in Jesus Name only. The Words Father, Son and Holy Ghost are only words but the name of Jesus cleanses sins. A sprinkle in the head will not do it is like washing a collar and leaving the rest of shirt dirty.

Acts 2:1-4
1And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 2And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting. 3And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.  4And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.
John 14:26
26But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.
John 3:5-6
5Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 6That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
Acts 2:38
Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.
Commentary
The Holy Ghost is the spirit of the Lord within you. When Jesus was present with the disciples they did not need the Holy Ghost until he left them. Their strength was with them, walking beside them daily. As He is in our hearts symbolically the Holy Ghost is real evidence that we have Him inside of us spiritually and is even more of a deterrent for the demonic world. Once within you, it works with your “free will” to increase power over sin, the enemy, daily frustrations and turmoil by encouragement, comfort and helps you overcome obstacles that other human beings are not able to. Look at the Holy Ghost as a benefit, not just a requirement. When Jesus cast out demons He was asked how He did it and He stated that it was by prayer and fasting. 

It is the Holy Ghost  in our lives that unites us to Christ in his death and resurrection (Rom 6:1-11, Gal 2:20). Being ‘in Christ’ by the Spirit secures our completeness (Col 2:9-10). Being ‘in Christ’ by the Spirit unites us with others (1 Cor 12:12-13, Eph 4:4-6)

He empowers us to do what is right, live in faith and do good works (Ro 7:18, Eph 2:4-10). It is always God’s work in us that means that we are saved in Christ and living new lives for him. It is the Spirit that makes Christians aware of their sin and empowers them to turn away in repentance.

It is the Holy Ghost who distinguishes us from unbelievers (Eph 2:12, 1 Cor 15:21ff) and empowers us for mission in the world (Acts 2:1).

The Spirit is an essential part of the Christian life, the Spirit is how God works in his people until the second coming of Christ. The Holy Ghost helps Christians to understand the word of God and live it out in their lives today.
This why we need to Holy Ghost! Don’t short circuit yourself. You DESERVE to experience God in His fullness and ALL He has to offer. Even though it is a requirement John 3:5, it’s also a HUGE benefit and BLESSING!
Using the bible, the Spirit teaches and convicts us of the truth and assures us that we are saved, (1Jn 3:24, 2Cor 1:22, Eph 1:13; 4:30)
