GOD:

God is one, who was manifest as the Father in Creation; as the Son in Redemption; and as the Holy Ghost in the believer individually and the Church collectively. Not three persons, but three successive manifestations of One True God. We believe in the One Everlasting, Eternal God; Infinite in power, Holy in Nature, Attributes and Purpose; and possessing absolute, indivisible deity. We must live, work, trust and believe in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior.  (I Corinthians 8:6; II Corinthians 5:19; John 10:30, Ephesians 4:6; Joel 2:28)
REPENTANCE:

The doctrine of repentance as taught in the Bible is a call to persons to make a radical turn from one way of life to another. The repentance called for throughout the Bible is a summons to a personal, absolute and ultimate unconditional surrender to God, as Sovereign. (Acts 2:38; Luke 13:3; Luke 24:47) Why? God created man innocent, pure and holy (in His own image), but through Adam and Eve’s disobedience, man fell from their holy state, and sin entered into the world. (Genesis 1:27; Romans 5:12). Thus, we must restore ourselves through Jesus Christ. HELL, is the spiritual death for all those that reject Jesus Christ (Matthew 10:28; Revelation 20:10). But DON’T WORRY! You can repent TODAY! Hallelujah!!!  ACTS 3:19!
BAPTISM:

Resurrection World Outreach believes in the scriptural mode of baptism: immersion (covering completely in water) in the name of Jesus Christ (Acts 19:5; Acts 2:38). Water Baptism is for those who have genuinely repented (turned from their sin and turned from a love of the world) because this act is a symbol of the Christian’s identification of Christ’s death, burial and resurrection; and once baptized, we walk in the newness of life. It is a requirement and not a choice, as a part of salvation (John 3:5). 
HOLY GHOST/SPIRIT

The Holy Ghost is a beautiful thing to have! It is the spirit of the Lord, filling your soul, living within you! With seeking, you WILL be filled with Holy Ghost by the power of the one and only true God Himself. HOW? The bible says, by the evidence of speaking in tongues (Acts 2:4). He is the giver and not by merit will you will receive, but by His mercy and grace. It is a “gift” and we are not worthy but He is gracious to give it to us. John 14:26 shares the characteristics; But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.
HOLINESS/SANCTIFICATION

Holiness is a word that doesn’t have to make you feel uneasy, uncertain or unworthy. The Hebrew word for “holiness” is qōdes, The adjective qādôš, “holy,” refers to God and what belongs to Him. When God was forging a relationship with the Israelites, He told Moses to "Give the following instructions to the entire community of Israel. You must be holy because I, the LORD your God, am holy” (Leviticus 19:2). Time, space, objects, and people—all can become holy if they belong to God. Good NEWS! You can do it through Jesus Christ! In John 14:15 our Lord says, “If you love me, keep my commandments. Sanctified means; set apart as or declare holy; consecrate. (Colossians 3:5; Galations 2:20). 
COMMUNION & FOOTWASHING
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Footwashing and Communion both symbolize the humility of Christ. To foot wash someone’s feet is not only a humble act but an act of service to our brothers and sisters especially the fact you have the option not to and yet you choose to. Jesus consistently conveyed that He was not here on earth to be served but be a servant to others. Some churches have footwashing service, but when they do, they usually wash two feet that are already clean. Jesus washed 24 feet that really needed to be washed. A King in the flesh that decreased for His own servants. Communion is to be practiced with the remembrance that Jesus Christ shed His blood and body for your sins and it is symbolic that you take in the cracker as His body and the drink as His blood. It will humble you to remember what He did for you. (John 13:1-17, 1 Corinthians 11:23-26).
THE RETURN OF JESUS CHRIST (A.K.A. RAPTURE)

We believe in the returning of Jesus Christ! This topic is extremely potent in content and involves many layers so we do encourage that you come to our discipleship classes for further study and explanation. The “Rapture” is an event that will take place where Jesus comes back for the dead in Christ as well as the people of God that were spiritually ready for His coming.  (1 Thes 4:14-18)

The actual word “Rapture” is not used in the scriptures but is best used to describe the event.

Definition: “To be caught away.” "Caught up" in one early Latin translation is rapiemur meaning rapture.
WITNESS & SHARE THE GOSPEL!

This means we should witness! No matter who you are you can point the way to the cross. 1 Peter 3:15 says, “ But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear.” Your testimony matters, many of the Apostles only had a testimony that compelled lost souls to change their life. Mark 16:15 says, “And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.” So, cry loud and spare not! We must not be shy about what God has saved us from.
