What is the Rapture?
The “Rapture” is an event that will take place where Jesus comes back for the dead in Christ as well as the people of God that were spiritually ready for His coming. 

(1 Thes 4:14-18)

The actual word “Rapture” is not used in the scriptures but is best used to describe the event.

Definition: “To be caught away.” "Caught up" in one early Latin translation is rapiemur meaning rapture
We do not know the day of the Lord’s coming but our life span should consist of preparing ourselves spiritually so that we make it to heaven. One of the essential things to remember is that Jesus is coming for a church without spot or blemish and through His blood for your sins He has made it possible to present you to God faultless. (Jude 1:24) When Christ returns everything will happen in the twinkling of an eye, or perhaps the speed of light. Just imagine, children missing, Christian loved ones gone, co-workers, car accidents from Christians that were raised up from the driver’s seat and everything unimaginable that can happen in an alarming disappearance such as this. After the Rapture, the unbelievers left behind will experience the “The 7 years or Tribulation Period” coupled with the false messiah of hope referred to as the “Anti-Christ” (Satan in the flesh). The first 3 ½ yrs is a false peace and the remaining 3 ½ yrs is the revealed turmoil that the false messiah comes to bring. God’s plan is that you will forever be with Him 1 Thes 4:17 and return to a new earth and reign with Christ 1,000 yrs with a new earth referred to as

 “The New Jerusalem.” 

Ex: A magnet can only pick up or attach itself to objects that share the same components. A magnet will never pick up a cotton ball the way it would a paper clip, why? The reason is simply because it identifies with the atoms that align itself with one another and “attract” because they are “alike.” This is parallel to our Savior Jesus, He is coming for those that have “His Spirit” in them and who truly identified themselves with His way, walk, plan and purpose.  (Romans 8:11)
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The death of Christ (1 Corinthians 15:3; 2 Corinthians 5:21; Romans 5:8; 1 Peter 3:18). 

The resurrection of Christ (1 Corinthians 15:4; Romans 1:4). 

The coming of the Holy Spirit on the Day of Pentecost (Acts 2). This marks the birthday of the Church, which is the body of Christ. 

The present Church Age during which time Jesus Christ is building HIS Church (Matthew 16:18) and calling out a people for His Name (Acts 15:14).  

The time when the Lord Jesus Christ will come down from heaven and the Church will be "caught up" (raptured) to meet the Lord in the air (1 Thess. 4:13-18). This event is called the RAPTURE of the Church and it marks the end of the Church Age. 

The beginning of the time of tribulation; also the beginning of Daniel's 70th week. This seven year period will begin when a covenant (treaty) is made with the nation Israel (Daniel 9:27). 

In the middle of this seven year period the covenant or treaty is broken and the "man of sin" (the Antichrist) becomes the ruler of the world and demands that people worship him as God (Daniel 9:27; Matthew 24:15-21; 2 Thessalonians 2:3-4). 

Jesus referred to these last 3½ years as a time of "GREAT TRIBULATION" (Matt.24:21) such as the world has never known. This will be a time of great satanic activity (Rev. 12:7-12) and Satan's man will be the earth's ruler and absolute dictator (Rev. 13:1-10). 

The time of tribulation will end when Jesus Christ returns to earth in power and great glory (Matthew 24:29-30; Revelation 19:11-16). 

Jesus Christ will establish His kingdom on earth. This is often called the "MILLENNIAL KINGDOM" because it will last for 1,000 years (Revelation chapter 20).
